Mérida, the capital of Extremadura, in the west of Spain, was founded by the Romans in the 
1st century BC. Remains of the ancient city still remain, such as the Roman theatre, which is still in 
operation and has two rows of columns on the stage. Its 792m Roman bridge spans the Guadiana 
River until it joins the Alcazaba, the 9th century Islamic fortress built on top of the Roman walls.

- The training will be given at the C.C. Alcazaba and in the 
Temple of Diana - Portico of the Forum - Participants must bring brown or black sandals (of 
the so-called "slaves": without platform and without ornaments) - Participants will be previously 
sent by email all the information.

REFUND  
 
The amount of the public price will be refunded, with prior authorization from the Youth Institute of 
Extremadura, in the following cases: 

 Ex officio, in case of suspension of the activity by the Public Administrations or by the 
organizing entity in the case of international youth volunteering camps.  

 At the request of the interested party or his/her parent or legal guardian in the following 
cases: 
1. Death, accident or illness of the applicant, or of a relative up to the fourth degree of 

consanguinity or affinity. 
 

2. For any duly accredited circumstance that prevents participation in the youth 
volunteering camp. Such circumstances must be communicated to the Youth 
Institute of Extremadura, by register, fax or e-mail as soon as possible after the facts 
that cause the impossibility to participate in the youth volunteering camp are known.  

 
The application for the refund of the public fee must be accompanied by, in addition to the 
documents accrediting the circumstances indicated in the previous section, the original or certified 
photocopy of Form 050 "Self-settlement of fees, public prices and other income" and the Third 
Party registration form duly completed, signed and stamped by the interested party and by the
